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Joint Project Proposals with Science & Technology Center of Ukraine

Following consultation with each other, the Governing Boards of the ISTC and the STCU have made a number of policy decisions in 2005 in support of greater flexibility for their projects to involve all possible location combinations of Recipient Institutes. Thereafter, the two Science Centers ISTC and STCU have concluded an Administrative Agreement.

On this basis, any project proposal may include the participation of any Recipient Institute located in the territories of the beneficiary national Parties of either of the two Science Centers. Both Science Centers will nominate such as joint project proposals.

1. Lead Recipient Institute and Lead Science Center.

The designation of the Lead Recipient Institute normally will be agreed upon by the participating institutes prior to submission of the joint project proposal for host government concurrence. This choice of Lead Recipient Institute will determine the Lead Science Center and will be based upon a consideration of: (1) in financial terms, where the largest amount of project funding is budgeted and (2) in initiative terms, where the project work plan, institutes, and their managers propose “lead” status to reside.

The joint proposals should be submitted to the lead center.

The other Center should receive and register the proposals also.

2. Host Governmental Concurrence.

Each joint project proposal will obtain the concurrence of all participating host governments before being submitted to either Science Center.

3. Joint Proposals Package Content.

The ISTC Instruction for Proposal Preparation is fully applicable to the joint proposals.

The details of joint proposals may have the only following deviations from regular ISTC proposals in items a, b and c described below.

a. Financial Information

Personnel tables related to the institutions from Georgia/CIS countries operating under the auspice of STCU may be prepared in the format used there and are not required to be re-formatted into ISTC standards.

b. Intellectual Property Statement

The Recipient must identify all background results that may be used in project performance and may be needed to practice any foreground results.

From the expected results, identify and describe the list of possible foreground IPR and measures that may be required to protect arising IPR.
Include a statement that the general conditions on intellectual property rights in the Model Project Agreement will be observed.

For the proposals assuming participation of several institutions, and especially from Georgia/CIS countries operating under the auspice of STCU, provide general statement on the proposed approach on handling joint intellectual property.

c. Monitoring and Auditing Statement

In accordance with Article VIII of the ISTC Agreement (and the respective clause of the STCU Agreement as related to joint ISTC-STCU projects) project recipients will provide the Center and each Party (ISTC Partner) which wholly or partly finances a project the right of access to carry out monitoring on the project site and audit of all activities of the project.  Project agreements will specify the portions of facilities, equipment, documentation, information, data systems, materials, supplies, personnel, and services which will concern the project and therefore will be made accessible for monitoring and audit. Project recipients shall have the right to protect those portions of facilities that are not related to the project.

After completion or termination of a Center project, the project recipient may utilize the facility of portion of the facility previously used for the Center project for other work. However, all documentation and records, including those associated with equipment, data systems, materials, supplies and services utilized on the Center project, must be maintained for up to two years following project completion or termination. These documents, records and personnel must be available to the auditor for up to two years following project completion or termination.

Note: in case if the joint proposal with STCU will be funded by the Center, ISTC will delegate its monitoring/audit rights to STCU as concerns institutions operating at respective STCU territories.

4. Specific requirement for joint partner projects 

For joint partner projects, the partner in question must be an approved partner at both Centers.
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
